	General Description of Activities of the Organization and/or Meeting:


	1. IHE-RO

· met a week ago at san Antonio, a few legacy profiles will be retired, focus of the meeting was no consistent dose of beam, HIS , EPIC representatives attended, make them understand how RT works, discussed the min data elements to describe treatment delivery, RT treatment history, portability, treatment in flight, research analysis

· HIS profile proposed to use HL7 for RT HISTORY AND SUMMARY, HL7 FHIR extension (ImagingStudy), IHE-RO Rx profiles were discussed, objects are specified for target only (Rossy whitepaper), TPPC ion profile, find a better way to present aperture, Bruce Rakes is working on it, planning image content, Deformable image registration, RaySearch can export, but cannot import DIR objects.
2. Brachytherapy subgroup
· We moved to IHE-RO, Jim worked with them, using ION format for BRACHY format, TPPC brachy), very much like Ion profile, pure content, when they are done with content), 2ND gen sup 216. 

· We are full aware that there is a gap between brachy and rest of RT objects, wrong dose, there is huge problem with compatibility between vendors, not with the rest of RT objects, the main problem is within vendors, their implementation is not clinging to standard as expected.

3. Ion therapy subgroup
· Bruce Rakes presented two weeks ago, some issues about percentage weight … went out for public comment), for the second gen, more work is needed, SUP 215

· We suggested to split to multiple supplements like LINAC objects, fixed beam vs. scanning beam. Make one, such as for fixed ion beam, and apply the formula to scanning beam.
4. Motion Management
· Discussed use cases, evaluating types of motion management, will deal with monitoring types first, will have a new sup later. Uli said there will not be monitoring anymore, more of acquisition and instruction, it will not be covered by SUP 160, new sup NN6 will be created, will not be part of 160 (patient setup) anymore.
5. Sup 199
· We spent most of our time on sup 199 on 2nd gen record, modified some of the macros, modules, and created two new modules. At this moment, we are trying to layout the foundation for the 2nd gen radiation record IOD. 
6. Sup 177
· In the last few F2F meetings, the group reached an agreement on which to go: using Parametric Map or creating new dose IOD. New challenges in using Parametric Map, so the group decided to do an overhaul of thethis approach and decide the which route to go with later.
