	Issues from Previous Meetings or Year:


	Main issues are AAPM-IOMP relations. The AAPM is an important member of the IOMP and plays an important role in the IOMP organization. AAPM and COMP (Canada) together form the North America contingent for IOMP. 


	General Description of Activities of the Organization and/or Meeting:


	The International Organization of Medical Physics seeks to foster and serve medical physics communities at the international level, with these activities: 

1. Educational programs – to help international medical physics communities in all aspects of medical physics and radiation and clinical safety. 

2. Equipment donation program – many AAPM members help run the IOMP equipment donation program 

3. Newsletter – IOMP publishes a newsletter that goes to IOMP member societies. 

5. The International Congress of Medical Physics, September, 2019, Santiago, Chile, served as IOMP’s most recent meeting venue. Many AAPM members, working with ICMP and IOMP, gave presentations at the ICMP/IOMP meeting, as well as currently serve on ICMP and IOMP committees.

6. Vendor engagement at IOMP meetings is limited. A strategy to engage vendors is needed.
7. Representatives from ROs agreed in principal with joining hands with ICMPs and WCs if the event is in their region. 


	Issues for AAPM:


	 1. IOMP-AAPM Communications. The IOMP and AAPM are working on improved communications for the two societies. Particular interests expressed by IOMP include: a) the coordination of specialized educational programs, such as AAPM’s international education programs, which IOMP would find attractive of IOMP member societies; b) proposal by IOMP for an IOMP-focused educational or professional symposium at the Annual AAPM meeting. 

2. IOMP Request for Regional Organization in North American. IOMP governance establishes regional organizations based on geography and many medical physics societies have been able to organize themselves for distinct geographical regions. AAPM and COMP together constitute the Regional organization for North America; however, AAPM has declined to form a separate regional organization due to non-profit organizational requirements such as incorporation with bylaws and a governance structure. Currently, AAPM and COMP are recognized by IOMP in their separate entities, with appropriate representative numbers of delegates to the IOMP, so no Regional organization for North America is recommended to be formed. 

Summary: IOMP continues to provide an international forum for medical physics, with goals of supporting the medical physics communities worldwide. AAPM plays an important role in IOMP through sharing of AAPM’s resources in medical physics.
