	General Description of Activities of the Organization and/or Meeting:


	AAPM members who are technical experts for IEC standards making committees in diagnostic imaging, dosimetry and radiation therapy continue to attend and participate in the standards making process thanks to AAPM support. AAPM member experts are now involved in all but a few standards teams for diagnostic imaging and are involved in all standards teams for dosimetry and radiation therapy. Recruitment efforts continue to try to identify members to participate in the remaining unrepresented standards teams. All individuals supported through the AAPM budget are being asked to provide a report following any meetings and those reports are being added to the committee webpage to inform other committee members and the AAPM membership at large.  A professional session at the Annual Meeting on recent updates to IEC standards was given by the chair and vice-chair of the committee to further inform the membership of important standards updates and it was well attended with over 60 members present. Members of the committee will continue to work with CRCPD, the FDA and MITA as the FDA now allows manufacturers to claim conformance to IEC standards in lieu of some of the performance standards codified in 21 CFR for diagnostic imaging equipment.
