	-Continuation of previous collaboration of AAPM and EFOMP.
- Organization of ongoing joint AAPM-IOMP-EFOMP sessions at Bi-annual EFOMP and Annual AAPM meetings as well as at International Medical Physics Congresses. 

	General Description of Activities of the Organization and/or Meeting:


	1. List of Meetings: Met with the head of ESTRO Physics Committee Dr. Nuria Jornet (Spain), EFOMP Communication Manager Efi Koutsouveli (Greece), Chair of EFOMP Professional Matters Rita Figueira (Portugal), Proton Physicist S. Vatnitsky (Austria), Coordinator of Joint AAPM-EFOMP small field dosimetry protocol, Dr. Karen Christaki (IAEA Vienna).

2. Meeting with Dr. Nuria Jornet, the head of  ESTRO Physics Committee:
-Nuria briefly explained the structure of ESTRO and the position of the Physics committee therein
-possible areas of collaboration are education activities, joint symposia at each other’s annual meeting, task groups
-MoU between AAPM and ESTRO is supposed to help clarify how the collaborations can be done.
 -Eugene, at his own person al level will have further discussions with appropriate people in AAPM to see how issues discussed can be advanced. He will get in touch with Bruce Curran to inform him about what was discussed today ahead of the physics committee meeting tomorrow, 9 May. 
 -Eugene described a programme developed by AAPM that helps physicists prepare for the board exam in the USA. This could be something that could be collaborated on as well and applied to Europe
 -Eugene will send some personal booklets on the same to Nuria to have a look at.

-Dr. Jornet mentioned that as AAPM is arranging educational courses in Europe, European Physicists should have the same opportunity in the US, on the reciprocity basis. The issue was discussed at IAEC meeting in Denver with a positive resolution: we are ready to consider collaboration with EFOMP Physicists in arranging the educational courses anywhere in the world, including North America.
3. Meeting with Efi Koutsouveli was about the information exchange, including exchange of  Newsletters and other information.

4. Meeting with Rita Figueira was about collaboration on professional issues, including testing methodology, staffing, radiation safety procedures etc.

5. Meeting with Dr. Karen Christaki was about scientific collaboration between American and European Physicists. Joint AAPM-EFOMP small field dosimetry protocol which was recently submitted for publication is a good example of such collaboration.



	Issues for AAPM:


	1. To consider starting information exchange with EFOMP, starting with the Newsletter subscription
2. To keep coordinating AAPM educational courses with EFOMP and other regional Medical Physics organizations.

3. To continue organizing joint symposia which is sometimes the easiest way to obtain information on transatlantic developments.
