	Costs and efficiency aspects for the publishing of journals, including electronic services and publishing; development and maintenance of advertising revenue, both in hardcopy (paper) and electronic forms; open access and copy write protection for authors and the AIP.

	General Description of Activities of the Organization and/or Meeting:


	The AIP Publishing Policy Committee provides guidance and oversight to the AIP publishing services. AIP publishes a variety of high-quality basic physics journals and magazines and in most cases provides full services to many society journals. Many of the editing/publishing services for the AAPM’s journal, Medical Physics are provided by the AAPM, not AIP, through staff and systems based at AAPM Headquarters. However, the actual printing is provided through AIP and Medical Physics and AIP are closely aligned. The AIP regularly visits the Medical Physics Editorial Board at their meetings during the AAPM and RSNA meetings.  The AIP Publishing Policy Committee meets twice a year (spring and winter), at the AIP Publishing Center in Melville, NY.
 

The AIP Publishing Policy Committee has addressed the following issues of importance to AIP and, for some issues, AAPM: Pricing of journals to individuals, institutions, and other groups; long-term archival solutions and their methods of distribution; impact of Open Access policies by NIH and others (ie, free distribution of grant-funded, copyrighted material) (Of note,  Marc Brodsky, AIP Exec Dir and CEO, has written an editorial giving AIP’s opinion on this issue); electronic journals; literature search routines; avenues for business opportunities; and efficiency of operations. For this latter topic in the last two years AIP has gone through a rigorous self-examination to bring increased efficiency and reduced costs to maintain a competitive posture. In summary, AIP is strong and maintaining its position for publishing high-quality journals, while the publishing market continues to evolve to increased levels of electronic services and products. The general trend is towards electronic services and publishing, with less reliance on paper, with a variety of pressures relative to electronic copy write.
