The mission statement of the MDCB is, “To certify and advance the profession of medical dosimetry. This is accomplished by designing the examination and continuing education certification process.” 

The MDCB meet three (3) times in 2007.  The January meeting was devoted to test development.  Board members were required to submit ten (10) new test questions for review.  Questions were reviewed, formatted to the proper style and coded into the exam content category and then added to the MDCB question bank. Other business agenda items reviewed the MDCB Reserve and Investment Policy and discussing alternative test administration companies (Thomson Prometric’s contract expires after the 2007 exam).  The March meeting was devoted to finalizing the 2007 MDCB exam test questions.  Other business agenda items were eligibility issues including international eligibility, marketing and publishing, on-line MDCB certification verification, a board members only confidential area on the MDCB website and a review of process for on-line exam application process and application review.  Also, the management services contract with AH expires next year.  RFP’s were sent to other management service companies and will be reviewed at the summer Board meeting.  At the August Board meeting, reports of the 2007 MDCB exam were reviewed.  Two new board members were also invited to participate, replacing two departing board members.   Dr. Subash Sharma was nominated as the ACMP physics liaison, replacing Dr. Indra Das who completes his five (5) years of service to the MDCB Board.  

The year 2007 provided both challenging and rewarding for the MDCB.  The most notable was the exam application and review process being completed on-line.  This streamlined the application and review process for the applicants and the reviewers compared to the time consuming paper application and mailing system.  The other major Board decisions are whether to stay with the current testing company and the current management service company.  It takes many volunteer hours of dedication, commitment and effort from all Board members to advance the profession of medical dosimetrist and related members in the radiation oncology community.  The knowledge, experience and professionalism from the Board members greatly enhance the efforts of the Board and their member’s goals and vision.
