	Meeting dedicated to the memory of the Curies and their work with radioactive materials.  A goal of the EFOMP is to establish a means of recognition of competence in medical physics recognized between various European countries.  Their recommendations for a Qualified Medical Physicist are a graduate degree in medical physics and two (2) years of clinical training.  An “Expert” is one who also enters and maintains a continuing medical education program updated on a five (5) year cycle.  Their goal is to have uniformity in education and training programs across the various countries and to have this implemented by 2010.  They realize that they will not make the 2010 date.
I presented an overview of our recent workshop on “Becoming a Better Teacher of Medical Physics.”  This was well received and proved to be a ‘missing link’ in their current review of educational programs.  In future years there would be a major benefit in sharing curricula and course outlines with EFOMP as well as demonstrating the basic structure of our web-based teaching modules (our project with RSNA) as a teaching means for medical physicists.
