Resolutions discussed at the Medical Physics caucus include the following (full text of resolutions is available on the ACR website):
· Res 5. ACR Technical Standard for the Performance of Low-Dose-Rate Brachytherapy: Adopted, with amendments

· Res 6. ACR Technical Standard for the Performance of High-Dose-Rate-Brachytherapy Physics: Adopted, with amendments

· Res 7. ACR Technical Standard for the Performance of Radiation Oncology Physics for External Beam Therapy: Adopted, with amendments (Res 5, 6 and 7 were written with assistance from AAPM)

· Res 8. ACR Radiation Oncology Practice Guidelines and Technical Standards:  Adopted, streamlines the process of standards review for radiation oncology related standards

· Res 38. Nuclear Medicine Advanced Associate (NMAA): Not adopted (referred), physicist oversight over NMAAs was recommended, Council expressed concern over roles and overlap with radiologist’s role
· Res 52. Other Ancillary Personnel Performing Fluoroscopic Procedures: Adopted (with amendments), training requirements of ancillary personnel

Other items of note discussed at the Medical Physics Caucus:

· A task force has been initiated to write a series of white papers on radiation safety

· A dues increase was adopted (physicists due to increase $15 in 2011 and $15 more in 2012)

· Deborah Levine, Chair of the Commission on US, joined the group to discuss the role of medical physicists in ultrasound quality control for a guideline that is currently in development.  The group stressed the need to include physicist oversight and that issues of costs and manpower can be overcome.

	Issues for AAPM:


	· The contributions of medical physicists to the activities of the ACR continue to be valued and appreciated by the ACR Council.  Patient radiation dose reduction and dose information collection are ACR priorities, both of which heavily involve medical physics expertise.  AAPM should look for opportunities to assist these efforts.
· Removal of the requirement of medical physics oversight of US QC programs is being considered.  AAPM US subcommittee members should try to influence the writing of this guideline in the next year.
· The adoption of Resolution 8 ACR Radiation Oncology Practice Guidelines and Technical Standards could potentially result in resolutions by-passing medical physics input.  It will be important for AAPM to get involved with resolution development at an early level.
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
